Textbook:  Elementary Statistics, Mario F. Triola, Pearson, 10th edition, 2006.
All students are required to:

1.  Complete tests, readings, homework, writing activities, projects, and any other graded assignments.



2.  Participate in class by taking notes, listening, and getting help as needed.

3.  Be on time for class. 
4.  Be prepared for class.  Students should have appropriate writing instruments, paper, calculators, etc . . .  Students must bring a graphing calculator to class every day.
5.  Keep a neat, well-organized notebook that includes all notes, quizzes, homework, handouts, etc . . . 

6.  Make up all work that was missed during absences.  Make sure your absence is for a legitimate purpose!  It is the student’s responsibility to find out what work was missed and find a time that is suitable to the teacher to make up the missing work.  If a serious reason for being absent occurs, call, text, e-mail, etc… to find out what you’ve missed.  If possible, try to be caught up by the next class period.
7.  Students will be evaluated (graded) using the criteria listed on the back of this sheet.  Each marking period will be calculated with a weighted grade system.  The internet-based grading program Skyward can be accessed from any home computer to view your progress.

8.  A student must pass at least two of the three end-of-course grades (Marking Period 1, Marking Period 2, Final Exam).  Failure of any two of these three will result in a failure of the course.
